Announcements

None.

2.
Council of Representatives Election

Carra distributed announcements requesting that (1) divisions elect reps for 2005-07 by April 15, and (2) the 2005-07 Council of Reps elect 2 liaisons to the EB by May 6.  Once she knows who is on the 2005-07 CR, Carra will organize the election of the liaisons.

3.
Sending CR/EB minutes via email

Carra stated that she would like to distribute minutes for CR and EB via email rather than via campus mail.  She would also email copies to division secretaries with the request to “Please Post.”   A motion was made and seconded to send all CR and EB minutes to all CCFT members via email.  The motion was unanimously approved.

CR/EB Retreat

Fleming announced plans for a CR/EB retreat at Camp Ocean Pines in Cambria in September, 2005.  The retreat will be facilitated by Julien Minard, CFT Training Director and attended by Tom Tyner, CFT Field Representative.  The main focuses of the retreat will be defining and understanding the primary responsibilities of the Council of Reps and what it means to be a “unionist,” in addition to providing an opportunity for interaction among the CR and EB members. During the 3-17 meeting, the EB will discuss whether or not attendance should be required of all CR and EB members.

Fleming will send out email to all reps with retreat information. He requested that reps email him with any agenda ideas they might have.

COPE Report 

Marsala discussed three main concerns about the governor’s proposed budget: merit pay, K-12 tenure, and changes in STRS contributions.  Marsala said that we need to let our legislators know how we feel about these proposals, and we need to begin fund raising for COPE activities.  She also reported that Tom Tyner asked all community college faculty unions to appoint representatives to go to local unions and try to get them involved in opposing the governor’s plan. [Read your copy of the AFT California Teacher for information and discussion of these proposals.]

Regular Membership Meetings/Role of the Council Representative 

Marsala asked if it would be beneficial for the CR to meet on a regular monthly schedule to provide more opportunity for reps to provide input and to ask questions.  Discussion followed, including these comments:

• We don’t need more meetings—we already do what is in the constitution and bylaws.

• Give the CR a tentative schedule for meetings ahead of time [beginning of the semester], so we can schedule them.  Then if we don’t need the meeting, we can cancel it.

One rep. requested that an interim committee be formed. Rossa responded by asking for volunteers. 

Ha, Pointer and Drechsler volunteered.

Discussion followed regarding the role of a Council Rep. Discussion of this topic will be on the retreat agenda.
