Bond Campaign

Dr. Marie Rosenwasser spoke to the CR about the potential bond measure.  If the Board of Trustees votes to approve the bond measure, it will be on the June 2006 ballot.  Dr. Rosenwasser distributed handouts to the reps. She has already received some input from faculty about this issue and hopes to receive more via the Bond Campaign Input Form.  Dr. Rosenwasser answered questions asked by reps.

Election Update 
Marsala reported that CCFT COPE is placing “Vote No on Prop 75” ads in the Tribune on 11/4 and 11/7 and has sent $500 to CFT to help with the final campaign against Prop 75.  Marsala thanked the many faculty who wrote letters to the editor, donated to the COPE fund, and volunteered in various ways to fight Prop 75. 
Rossa said that she and Marsala will join the pickets who will be outside of Madonna Inn tonight when Schwarzenegger arrives to speak to his pre-selected audience.  According to Rossa, if all union members in California get out to vote, Prop 75 will be defeated.  She said it’s so important to get people out to vote that if we know of anyone who needs a ride, she and Marsala will provide it.

Rossa reported that CCFT COPE will begin organizing our BoT campaign in January 2006.

Status of Possible Dues Increase/CCFT Budget

The EB could not approve the final 2005-06 CCFT budget today because it wanted Senn at the meeting for the discussion. The budget will be on the 11/17 EB agenda.


Rossa reported that at this time, the EB believes that an increase in dues can be postponed; she explained why.  Rossa answered questions from the reps:


 Q: Is it possible to require faculty to pay dues on overload pay?  A: We should wait to discuss options until we decide that we need to raise dues.


 Q: What is the CCFT’s largest expenditure in the budget? A: Dues we pay to our affiliates; CCFT keeps just 28% of the dues collected.

Council Issues

Peggy Wright’s excellent letter to the non-members in her division was shared.  Wright told Reps to feel free to borrow from her letter when encouraging the non-members in their divisions to join the CCFT.


The CR discussed the Code of Conduct subcommittee.  A decision was made for the subcommittee to meet today, share ideas, and decide whether to go forward now or wait until the training with Julien Minard.
6.
Negotiations/HSA’s/Attorney Involvement

Rossa discussed the district’s contract proposals.  She explained that the district will receive 2.7 million dollars in new dollars this year. Rossa reminded the district that it is incorrect to say, as they did, “COLA pays step and column.”  Negotiations will resume on 11/8.  

Rossa reported on the two pending grievances against the district, the two letters sent to the Vice-President of Administrative Services regarding SISC, and the two warnings to the district regarding Bad Faith Bargaining (see the 11-3-05 EB meeting minutes for more information). 

 The CCFT negotiating team will meet with the district on 11/8 concerning HSA’s.

Rossa encouraged the Reps to write to the BoT regarding certain aspects of negotiations. 

7.
Evaluation Sub-Committee Report


West reported that the sub-committee is working on the necessary revisions.  Rossa stated that she feels uncomfortable about using a 3-point rating system for tenure-track faculty evaluations and would prefer a separate, 5-point system for tenure track.  Mann suggested that Reps take this back to their divisions for discussion.  Rossa reminded Reps that they should return with feedback from members only since members direct the union and non-members would have no say or vote in this matter (another good reason for fair-share payers to join).  

The meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
