The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m.

1. Welcome and Announcements

Sutter announced that he and Lagomarsino are on the Part-Time Faculty Committee and are the only members.  They plan to create an unofficial handbook for part-timers and are hoping for more involvement from part-timers.  Rossa stated that PT involvement is important because part-time issues don’t always get addressed; also, that the EB needs a PT representative to sit on negotiations.

2.
Union Retreat Update/Questions


Fleming reported that he is expecting about 30 attendees.  Next week he will send pertinent information to those attending.  He reminded the EB and CR that in order to send a reply to the originator of an email instead of to EVERYONE on the listserve, type in the name of the person who should receive the reply after “To:” instead of just hitting “Reply.”

Political Strategies and Commitments for November Special Election and Beyond
Marsala reported that CCFT has been directed by CFT to work to defeat propositions 74, 75, and 76; she distributed descriptions of the propositions. Marsala explained that CCFT is required to help the Labor Council because CCFT receives Staff Formula funding.  She asked that each Council rep try to get two people from each division to volunteer to help with tasks such as phone banking, staffing a Farmer’s Market table, etc. 

One rep asked if it is better to donate to the CFT COPE fund or to our CCFT COPE fund.  Rossa’s response was that if donations are made to CCFT, CCFT can forward part of the money to CFT and keep part for funding our BoT campaign in 2006.  Individuals are welcome to send donations directly to CFT if they wish to do so.  

Rossa suggested that we all try to think of good candidates for the 2006 BoT election.

Marsala brought “Never Surrender” bracelets from Act For Change to the meeting for EB and CR members to purchase.  Wearing the bracelet is a pledge to “Never Surrender the fight to build a better democracy that provides life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness for all.”  For every bracelet purchased, AFC will donate $1.00 to “nonprofit groups fighting to offset the damaging policies of the current administration.” Quotes are from the handout that comes with the bracelet.

Other
MJ reported on the current health insurance situation; she asked Ed Maduli’s office important questions in May and did not receive a response, which was incomplete, until July. She also tried to get pertinent information from SISC and was unable to obtain what we need. MJ has continued to try to get information that would help CCFT make decisions regarding insurance. One rep suggested that CCFT contact the California Insurance Commission for assistance.

Rossa reported that CCFT received a letter from Maduli this week stating that 9/9/05 was the deadline for open enrollment, but it has been extended to 9/14/05.  He also received notice from SISC stating that CCFT must decide TODAY if it plans to stay with SISC.


The CR was unanimous in agreeing that it is unacceptable that the district and SISC have not provided us with the necessary data and in a timely manner that we need to pursue other insurance carriers. 



Rossa agreed to contact the State Insurance Commission. 
The meeting was adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
